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Outdoor lounge serves as entertainment hub

Don’t call Garret Hergert a 
landscaper.
 Sure, the owner of G2 Out-
door Living has plenty of ex-
perience working with plants 
and ornamental grasses, but his 
company manages a lot more 
than artful shrubbery. 
 Parade visitors can glimpse 
Hergert’s idea of backyard 
living at the G2 Outdoor Liv-
ing Showcase. The Showcase 
is more of an outdoor living 
lounge than a patio exten-
sion, complete with a fire-
place, cooking appliances 
and furniture. An entertain-
ment hub, the space features 
a wide screen television ideal 
for cheering on Sunday sports 
games or curling up to a clas-
sic film.
 Guests won’t have to step 
inside to grab a cold drink or 
snack either, with a refrigera-
tor and built-in bar stocked and 
ready for serving guests under-
neath the timber framing.
 “We tend to manage high-
er end, full custom projects,” 
he said, adding that he staffs 
landscapers as well and plans 
to promote maintenance 
crews as part of his company 
before fall. 
 For the Parade, however, 
Kyne Landscaping is joining 
with G2 Outdoor Living to 

complete their design. Herg-
ert also has assistance from 
Electronic Essentials, Arrow 
Timber Framing, Alpha Eco-
logical and Lisac’s Fireplaces 
& Stoves.
 The fi replace, said Herg-
ert, is the focal point of the 
design, with warm and rich 
wood tones on the mantel, 
which represent natural, Pa-
cifi c Northwest style.
 “I design all my outdoor 
living rooms and entertain-
ing spaces to refl ect my belief 
that you can have a better life 
through better living,” he said. 
  Hergert said he was honored 
to be a fi nalist for the Innova-
tor of the Year award as offered 
by the Vancouver Business 

Journal. The 15-year veteran of 
the landscape industry already 
accumulated a shelf of awards 
last spring from the Washing-
ton Association of Landscape 
Professionals, pulling in nine 
awards total.
 “I have a visionary mind,” 
he said. “When I arrive on site I 
can see it all in place, the whole 
design. Then it’s just a matter of 
partnering with the right people 
to make it a reality.”
 Hergert also intends to un-
veil a new line of isometric 
training equipment at the Pa-
rade that can be used by peo-
ple of all ages and physical 
abilities. The equipment was 
designed by Haim Tel Avivi, 
who is a combat fi tness trainer 

who operated a fi tness equip-
ment distributorship, Sport 
World, in Israel.
 “We believe there is a sub-
stantial market for outdoor 
workout equipment through-
out the Americas,” he said. 
“Sport World offers durable, 
easy-to-use equipment to help 
people exercise while enjoy-
ing the outdoors. We expect 
early success with commu-
nity parks, schools, lifestyle 
facilities, living complexes 
and neighborhoods.”
 Hergert, who made two 
trips to Israel to develop 
plans, said he envisions the 
equipment bringing families 
together to engage in healthy, 

outdoor activities and revolu-
tionizing parks across the na-
tion. The equipment is resis-
tant to harsh weather, is free 
of potentially dangerous belts 
and chains and uses the body’s 
own weight as resistance.
